We do not provide services on approved: holidays. During the threat of a hurricane or other inclement weather
conditions, transportation services could be disrupted or suspended.

Connect Transit's demand response destinations include, but are not limited to, medical facilities on Galveston
Island as well as the Veteran’s Hospital in Harris County.
